As the Council, we wish to bring you up to speed on the most recent developments
concerning two projects that are of the utmost importance to our community, namely
the daycare and the gas station.

We also signed the contract with a gas supplier
for the next five years. We are extremely proud to realize this project after many years
of hard work by a number of key people who have contributed their time, energy and
expertise to help us realize this projec
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our community but the surrounding municipalities as well. As previously stated new employment will be created as a
result of this project and any profits will be reinvested back into the community.

The Council is also in the process of acquiring the (2) two remaining taxi permits available for the region of Temis-
caming. We already own (2) permits and they are presently being used to provide medical transportation for our
members. By acquiring the two remaining permits we will be better able to serve our population. We will continue to
provide taxi services to our community and the neighboring municipalities all the while creating new job opportunities
for the community.

In closing | wish to remind all members that we will be contacting you in the near future to have you participate in two
important projects for this community, the adoption of our own custom electoral code, which if approved by the mem-
bership will be used to elect a new Council in June of 2005. The second project we want to have your input and sup-
port is the development of a community strategic plan, which will identify the needs and the development priorities of
the membership. This exercise will allow us to develop a plan of activities and projects to be realized over the course
of the next five years. Your involvement and participation in these projects is essential and we are encouraging you
in advance to fully participate in these projects.

The Council looks forward to continuing to address the issues, which are important to the development of this com-
munity, and we look forward to your input and feedback as we try to advance the issues, which are important to the
community.
