As I was sitting here trying to decide once again on 
what I was going to write, I started to reminisce about 
the past and in particular my last years as Chief of this 
community and how much things have changed yet 
how little they havenôt.  I have been reflecting on how 
frustrated Iôve become and why.  After much soul 
searching I think I know why and I hope that you will 
indulge me as I explain. 
 

You know I always want to tell you about what is hap-
pening, the hot issues that will have an impact on our 
community, things that are important and this month is 
no exception and what I have to say is important.  I am 
sure I will offend a few people but I will not name you 
by name however you will know who you are by the 
situations described that we deal with on an almost 
daily basis but before I go there I want to start at the 
beginning. 
 

Almost nine years ago you elected me Chief of this 
wonderful community, many of you know this already 
but it is important to remind ourselves how fortunate we 
are as there are many communities across this Country 
that are not as fortunate as we are and I have, the 
Council has and you yourselves have seen this first 
hand.  Yes, we have problems and the most important 
one I will tackle later in this article.  I came into this 
role, I donôt want to call it a job because it is so much 
more than that, it becomes a mission and takes over 
your life because I and my fellow Councillors commit 
so much for the development of this community.  I 
really must acknowledge and thank all the people from 
this community who have been a member of the Band 
Council, those who were and are courageous enough 
to put their names forward and most importantly those 
who will fill these positions in the future, the challenges 
that lay ahead I suspect will be even harder those we 
face today. 
 

When I became Chief I was full of ideas, energy, opti-
mistic and most of all I was scared, but not scared 
enough to make good honest and fair decisions, no 
matter how hard of a decision it was.  I trusted and 
expected to be supported by the population by doing 
what needed to be done.  Wouldnôt you know it that is 
exactly what happened and it was the same for both 
the second and third mandate.  Time goes by very 
quickly and two year mandates fly by but thatôs another 
issue I will save for another day. 

In those days and it is still the same today I and the 
other members of Council would bend over backwards 
to help anyone who needed it if we were able and if the 
request was reasonable.  We would help individuals all 
the while looking out and fighting for the collective in-
terest of the community, fighting and making decisions 
that were in the best interest of the community, not in 
my interest or that of Council but in a way that most 
would benefit.  We were a community, we supported 
each other, we volunteered, and we all worked to make 
this community what it is today, a better place for the 
Elders, you, me and our children and for future genera-
tions to come. 
 

The sense of community, our spirit, somewhere along 
the way we lost it.  Individuals started asking and de-
manding ñWhats in it for me personally?ò.   A very sad  
individualistic view of things and a poor attitude,  and 
slowly but surely the spirit  began to disappear. Itôs still 
there, it shows itself from time to time but its not the 
same, we need to get it back, and later I will  challenge   
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you all to work with me to show that it still exists. 
 

Things started to change during my fourth mandate, I suddenly found 
myself worrying and over analyzing every decision because it was dif-
ferent, I was factoring in to many things before I made a decision, some 
of those factors: is the person going to be pissed off? How many people 
will curse me down for the decision we make as a council? It is hard and 
it begins to take its toll on you when you are blamed for everything and 
anything that goes wrong in a personôs life to which we have no control 
over.  It is now Springtime and we will no doubt be confronted by people 
who have not paid their hydro bill and as of April 15, Hydro Quebec can 
cut the electricity and we will have members ask us to pay their bills so 
they donôt get cut off, we have helped many families who find them-
selves in this situation, we have paid phone bills as well.  People were 
supposed to repay the borrowed amount, well not everyone did or does 
repay and then when it happens again we are expected to help.  This is 
not all, we have members who are not paying their rent and mortgages, 
if they lived outside the community they would be evicted and yet they 
expect us to do nothing.  We are also constantly being bombarded with 
requests for personal loans, we are not a bank, we have helped people 
in emergencies but the minute we say no, we are no good.  Other times 
after we have helped we are ignored, avoided and most importantly not 
repaid.  We have people who have received business loans from us and 
are now in default.  When we go after these individuals, they run around 
the community complaining and cursing us as a way to deflect the real 
reason we are doing what we need to do.  What people must under-
stand is that there are no budgets or programs for loans and people 
who do not pay rent or mortgages. This money has to come from some-
where and when loans are not paid or mortgages are in default we pay 
and this money comes from programs and services; therefore educa-
tion, health and other programs are potentially affected. We have indi-
viduals who borrow equipment and material and never return it, some of 
this equipment is expensive such as tools, computers, ladders etc, we 
will be condemned if we were to transfer the file to the Police depart-
ment because it is really theft, but what everyone will not know is how 
much time and effort we put into getting the stuff back before we send it 
to the Police.  I could go on and on but it serves no purpose, I just 
wanted to cite some examples of what we deal with and what we are 
confronted with.  The other things that been affecting my decision mak-
ing is the fact that every time we are confronted by these types of situa-
tions or someone is denied a program or service because they donôt 
meet the criteria of the program or simply refuse to follow the rules of a 
process we are reminded that elections are not to far away and the 
outcome of our decision will determine whether or not we get that indi-
viduals or families support come election time.  This type of threat is 
used quite regularly to try and influence the decision and I must admit it 
is a factor and even if I donôt openly admit it all the time I am always 
thinking ahead and you know what after you do this ñjobò for awhile and 
you enjoy the challenges of the position, the successes we achieve as 
well as the failures, you do worry about being elected because a leader 
once said that you are only as good as the last good thing you have 
done for the community.  People tend to forget the past if it is good but 
will never forget the bad and the mistakes you have made and will hold 
you accountable and much of it is personal as I previously described 
and it lasts forever and beyond. 
 

I bet most of you are not aware that the funeral home in Temiscaming 
will not bury any of our deceased members if the Band Council doesnôt 
guarantee in writing that we will cover the cost in the event the family 
doesnôt pay for the funeral service.  Why, you ask, because there are 
families in this community who did not pay for deceased family mem-

bersô funeral and have spoiled the reputation of all band members when 
it comes to burying, honouring and respecting our departed. 
It is the same when people do not honour their obligations when it 
comes to rent and mortgages, we have families in arrears and default 
with no one to blame but themselves but yet somehow it is not really 
their faults but we all live with the consequences, the banks still need to 
be paid because the Council guarantees the housing loans we pay.  
That is why you are not the owner of your home until the last mortgage 
payment has been made and a deed of ownership is given to you stat-
ing you are the owner.  These are some examples of how individual 
actions or in this case inaction affects the entire community. 
 

The other issue that is tough to deal with is employees, not all but some.  
We have many types of employees, those who work for the Council, 
those who work in health, and all our programs and services and our 
businesses.  Some are full time, part time, contractual etcé and daily 
we receive complaints about employees, their behaviour or conduct, 
work habits and their personal situation in some cases.  Some of the 
complaints are warranted and what we have come to realize is that it is 
a few employees who are making it bad for all. 
 

Some of you are beginning to wonder where I am going with this, well 
Iôm getting there.  In the past months I was becoming more and more 
frustrated with myself, with the people around me, my staff and the com-
munity in general and I just couldnôt put my finger on why.  As I said 
after much soul searching I began to understand why.  I had gotten to 
the point where I didnôt want to have to make decisions for all the rea-
sons mentioned.  I realized I really wanted people to like me and I was 
going to avoid putting myself in a position where that wouldnôt happen.  
By doing that I made things worse, I was even more frustrated because 
I wasnôt doing what was needed to be done.  Now I have come full cir-
cle, the reason I described some of the situations is quite simple that the 
Council and more importantly I have come to the realization that I can 
no longer just sit back and not do what is expected of us. 
 

You know what I still want; I still want to be liked as a person, as a Chief 
and Iôm sure my Councillors feel the same but we will no longer do it by 
not being decisive and this is especially true for me.  I want to be re-
spected and liked for the capacity and skills I bring to this position, for 
always looking out for the best interests of the community and its mem-
bers and most importantly doing what needs to be done and by doing it 
the best we can.  I am not only Chief, I am a proud member of this com-
munity, I am my motherôs eldest and only son, I am a husband and a 
father, I am an uncle and to many of you I am a friend and I realize that I 
will be all of these things long after my days as leader of this community 
are over.  For too long I have forgotten that because I let my life as 
Chief be the only thing that mattered and eventually over the course of 
time this paralyzed me because I became scared to make decisions. 
 

My point is quite simple to say that I will not be that indecisive leader 
that I have become, I now realize what I need to do and we as a Council 
are prepared to meet the challenges head on and do what you elected 
us to do, be leaders, make decisions and represent the community to 
the best of our ability. 
 

All that being said the purpose of all this is to inform the community that 
effective immediately we will no longer lend money as I said earlier we 
are not a bank, if you have not paid your hydro and telephone bill and 
the folks from these companies are at your front door ready to cut off 
your service, we will no longer pay the bill, your electricity or phone will 
be cut off.  For those of you who have either personal or business loans 
we will be notifying you that we expect payment in full especially if you 
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have not respected your agreement.  I am telling you all up front if this 
doesnôt work we will publish the names of those who are not respecting 
their obligations and proceed to small claims court to get a legal judg-
ment to collect the debt.  This will affect your personal credit rating as it 
goes on your credit history.  Some of you may think this is harsh but it 
must be done. 
 

For those who have rent arrears or your guaranteed mortgage is in de-
fault, we will be notifying you as well.  For those who had negotiated 
arrangements with the housing department and then chose not to honor 
their repayment plan will be obliged to pay all arrears in full, no more 
chances or excuses, at some point we have to say enough is enough.  
Those who mortgages are in default will be expected to correct it imme-
diately.  In both cases if this not done we will have no choice but to do 
evictions.  You know why, if a family refuses to pay there are 120 fami-
lies and individual members who want to live and be here and will pay 
and honour their obligations if given the chance.  Eviction is a last resort 
but donôt be surprised when it happens, and guess whose fault it will be 
then. 
 

I touched on the issues of employees earlier as well, as mentioned we 
have various types and donôt be surprised if there are changes, some 
contracts will not be renewed, others extended, there will always be a 
turn over that should be expected, if others are not doing their job we 
will address that issue as well.  New positions will be created and others 
may be eliminated.  These are the administrative issues and decisions 
you entrust to us as your Council and rest assured we will do whatever 
is necessary to improve the image and quality of all our programs, ser-
vices and businesses. 
 

Earlier I said I would challenge this community to see if we could bring 
back our community spirit and we have the perfect event to do just that.  
We are planning on holding a country music festival in August and will 
call it ñKipawa CountryFest 2008ò  and we will require many people to 
volunteer their time for a few hours, days, weeks or months, whatever 
you can spare to help us organize, prepare for and host such a huge 
event.  This event will be used to support recreation and the other 
groups who fundraise in the community, the elders, the youth and native 
women.  The important word is Volunteer, I know we all are busy and 
our lives are hectic but this is for the community.  You will see the an-
nouncements on our Website, channel 13, posters etcé We will hold a 
meeting for all interested persons or groups who want to make this 
event a success.  The meeting will be at the Dome on Monday April 
14th, 2008.  We will send out a notice prior to the actual meeting.  I am 
hoping you will all come out in great numbers as your support and inter-
est are important and needed. 
 

At the beginning of this article I stated that we have problems just like 
every town, city and First Nations across this country, we have some 
social problems, vandalism and crime but the issues affecting our com-
munity is the drug issue especially cocaine, crack and prescription 
drugs.  For awhile we have been receiving complaints, so has the Police 
department about the rampant use of these drugs in the community and 
that no one was doing anything about it, this is not true as the Police 
department has been doing what it can with the resources it has.  We 
have remained   silent as the Police did their work but we can no longer 
be silent because this issue is too big and important   for us to ignore.  
These drugs are destroying the young adults of our community and 
putting our youth at risk and the Police cannot do it alone, it will take us 
all to solve this problem and I am not so naive to believe that we will 
stop it all but we must do our part as the Council.  I cannot sit back and 
pretend that itôs not happening because I see the impacts it is having on 

people, who are addicted, their families and friends.  I am not judging 
those who find themselves addicted to cocaine or crack because who 
am I to judge you, this is not my intent because as some of you know 
but I am sure many who will read this donôt is that I was once in your 
shoes, I had a serious addiction to cocaine and it almost ruined my life, I 
almost lost my job, my wife and my newborn son and all my material 
possessions because I was an addict.  This is hard for me as it is really 
personal and a quiet secret I have kept partly because I was ashamed 
of what I was and secondly I didnôt want it to influence how people 
thought of me, but you know I am not ashamed, that is the truth, I can-
not change my past but I have certainly learned from it and I can relate 
and understand the power of addiction and the grip it has on our mem-
bers and that is why I know that we must do something to help and at 
the same time decide what to do with those charged and convicted of 
selling these drugs in the community. 
 

I was very fortunate that I got help and I must acknowledge and thank 
the person who gave me a second chance, our former Chief , who saw 
something in me and believed in me enough to see beyond my addic-
tion, he saw my potential and gave me a chance to use it for the better-
ment of this community and for that I will always be grateful even if he 
continues to run against me at every election.  That for me is why I need 
to speak up, its more than the physical effects, the emotional impacts 
that people suffer it is the loss of potential that I see.  The potential each 
person has lost because of crack and cocaine.  I see too much of it now 
to just simply stay silent.  I think a part of that silence was the fear I had 
of openly addressing the issue of drugs.  It is difficult to explain but I 
often wondered if I was a part of the problem because of the fact that I 
have  a personal challenges that I need to deal with. For far too often it 
has been thrown in my face and I stayed quiet but now everyone knows 
my personal secrets that I struggled with and I will hide no more be-
cause we need to tackle this issue together as a community.  The Police 
will continue to investigate, do raids, lay charges and work with the 
other Police services and agencies to work at stopping the flow of drugs 
into the community. 
 

The Council, I and our Health and Social Services departments will 
provide all the resources and time the members of the community and 
employees who need help to overcome their addictions.  I know from 
experience that the hardest part is admitting you have a problem; denial 
is a strong force in the life of a person who has an addiction.  I also 
know it is a personal choice the addict will have to make for themselves, 
no one can do it for you a day will come when you ask for help because 
we all need help and yet it is so hard to ask for it but we will be there to 
offer support. 
 

The other thing that we will do as a Council is stop the enabling of peo-
ple who work for any of the Band departments and businesses.  As the 
largest employer we have an obligation to ensure that the salaries we 
pay our employees are not contributing to their addiction and if they are 
then do something about it. 
 

As a community and as members there are things you can do.  We will 
want guidance as to how we deal with people who are charged and 
convicted of drug offences.  We have opinions and many of you have 
openly expressed your opinion to me and members of the Council as to 
what to do but this has to be a community decision to ensure that we 
are able to enforce and implement the communityôs decisions.  We will 
have a community meeting in the near future to discuss this and many 
important issues for this community.                                                                                      
      

When I first started to write this article I wasnôt really sure where it was 
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Cooking was involved in an estimated 146,400 home structure fires in 
the United States in 2005, according to a National Fire Protection Asso-
ciation report. Cooking fires accounted for 40% of the home structure 
fires in 2005, and these cooking fires resulted in 480 deaths, 4,690 inju-

ries, and $876 million in direct property damage. 

According to "Home Fires Involving Cooking Equipment" report, cooking 
equipment left unattended was a factor in ignition in 38% of home struc-
ture fires between 2002 and 2005. Unattended cooking was the leading 
contributing factor in home cooking fires, followed by combustibles too 
close to a heat source, and equipment being unintentionally turned on 

or not turned off. 

Cooking also was the leading cause of home fire injuries, accounting for 
36% of home structure fire injuries in 2005. These injuries were espe-
cially likely to occur during attempts to fight the fire. In home structure 
fires involving cooking equipment for 2002 to 2005, 59% of injuries oc-
curred while fighting the fire, compared with 35% of injuries in all other 

types of home structure fires. 

ñCooking results in more home fires and fire injuries in the United States 
each year than anything else and nearly all of these fires can be pre-
vented with a little extra care,ò said Lorraine Carli, NFPAôs vice presi-
dent of communications. ñSimply paying attention when you are cooking 

will keep your dinner and everything else from getting burned.ò 

Home cooking fires peak between 5 p.m. and 7 p.m. Extra 
cooking, as on major holidays, often means extra home 
cooking fires. Typically, more cooking fires occur on 
Thanksgiving than on any other day of the year. 

Here are some safety tips: 

Stay in the kitchen when you are frying, grilling, or broiling food. If 

you leave the kitchen for even a short period of time, turn off the 

stove. 

If you are simmering, baking, roasting, or boiling food, check it 

regularly, remain in the home while food is cooking, and use a 

timer to remind you that youôre cooking. 

To prevent cooking fires, you have to be alert. You wonôt be if you 

are sleepy, have been drinking alcohol, or have taken medicine 

that makes you drowsy. 

Keep anything that can catch fire ð potholders, oven mitts, 

wooden utensils, paper or plastic bags, boxes, food packaging, 

towels or curtains ð away from your stovetop. 

Keep the stovetop, burners and oven clean. 

Keep pets off cooking surfaces and nearby countertops to prevent 

them from knocking things onto the burner. 

Wear short, close fitting or tightly rolled sleeves when cooking. 

Loose clothing can dangle onto stove burners and can catch fire if 

it comes in contact with a gas flame or electric burner. 

Eagle Village Fire DepartmentEagle Village Fire Department  
going but I knew I wanted to send a clear message.  I am sure I will not 
be popular in some circles but I donôt care and many people will have an 
opinion both good and bad Iôm sure.  I never imagined that I would re-
veal my most personal secrets in print for all to see but I realized as I 
wrote that I had to do it.  Partly for me to free my mind and my con-
science so that I am able to do what needs to be done but mostly for 
those who are confronted by their addictions, those that contribute to 
those addictions, to all that lost potential but most importantly to the 
youth of this community.  We want to provide you the greatest opportu-
nity, a safe and neutering environment where you are free to excel and 
realize your full potential. 
 

As I am a father of a 16, 15 and 10 year old boys, I knew what I needed 
to do.  When the issue is personal, you look at it differently.  I want to do 
what I can to give my children and every other child in this community 
that chance to succeed and drugs like crack and cocaine pose a huge 
risk.  I know I canôt protect every child and I know we donôt live in a bub-
ble, those risks are there outside the community too but my focus is 
what can we do here?  As a parent I have a responsibility to talk to my 
boys about drugs and reinforce what they already know.  Thanks to 
preventive programs like NNADAP and what they learn from other 
sources such as school and Internet.  As a Chief and leader, I have a 
responsibility that was entrusted to me and my Council to provide lead-
ership on this issue and we will do it, not to hurt or target anyone but to 
show that this is a serious problem and drugs like crack and cocaine 
which cause so much damage are not wanted and will not be tolerated 
in the community and that if you are a user or a seller there will be con-
sequences. 
 

This was not easy for me to do, I know the risks I am taking but at the 
same time I feel a huge relief because this has brought me back to the 
realization of what I need to do.  It has also reminded me of how much I 
love my life, and why I am here in the first place.   I love this community, 
my home and yours, I am proud to be a member here, I am honoured, 
grateful and humbled to be called Chief.  I am thankful for everything 
that I have, my wife who puts up with all the craziness and my children 
who have grown up way too fast and accept in silence all the times I am 
not there for them. This reflection of mine has made me realize for the 
first time in a long time that there is so much that I want to accomplish 
for this community, there is so much positive and a bright and prosper-
ous future took forward to and I know this article is a little on the dark 
side but it doesnôt take away all the positive this community has and the 
biggest positive we have is the people of this community.

This is to inform you that the Eagle Village Police Dept. will hold their 
annual bicycle safety day on May 19, 2008. Like previous years, we 
intend to give out some prizes to the participating kids and a lunch will 
be served. We hope to have another good turn out for this activity. 
  
Last year, I met with some elders to discuss illegal drug activities on the 
community and to explain the different challenges police are faced with 
to combat this illegal activity. That discussion went well and one sug-
gestion was to have a second information session for other elders that 
were unable to attend. Therefore, I will be inviting the elders to partici-
pate in this second discussion in the near future. My intentions are, to 
inform elders in hopes they understand our challenges, to explain the 
different types of drugs being sold in our community, to give a presenta-
tion of the different types of drugs and explain their effects to people 
and their livelihood. From this presentation, I hope to gather some new 
tools, to implement their ideas and suggestion to better this community. 
A similar presentation will be done with the youths on a late date. 
  
I spoke with Lt. Bruno Drouin, officer in charge of the local SQ detach-
ment in Temiscaming, he accepted my invitation to participate to this 
information session as they are facing similar problems as we are. The 
moment we plan out the logistics, you will be notified of the date and 

time this will take place. 

 
Also, some boating laws are already effecting operators 16 years and 
younger. For those that are 16 and older, effective September 15, 2009 
in order to operate any vessel powered by motor, it will be mandatory 
that everyone hold a boating competency card. For those that are inter-
ested, I have contacted an instructor, this person is willing to come to 
the community to give the course. The cost is $60, this covers the 
exam, the manual, your competency card and the eight (8) hour course. 
The instructor prefers a minimum of 10 candidates per session. There 
exist another option to challenge the boating test for a smaller fee of 
$40, unless you are familiar with boating, it is suggested that people 
follow the course. 

 
Lastly, for those snowmobilers still using the lake, take extra precaution 
and use good judgement, stay on the main trail and inform others of 
open water or where thin ice first appears. Never travel alone, taking the 
time to put out red ribbons near danger zones, may save a life.
