Fire Scarred Our Lives... for Life! Fire Scarred Our Lives... for Life!   

  
I hear strange noises all around. It's dark. Voices, beeping sounds, the 
sounds of moving fabric. There are people around me. They're whisper-
ing. I'm trying to open my eyes but something is preventing me. Panic 
begins to take hold. I am trying to move but feel powerless.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
I awaken again. My mind is a little clearer. Where am I? Voices again.  
 

Hello! How are you feeling? asks a voice politely. 

I'm not sure... Where am I? Who are you? Why can't I see? 

You're in the hospital. I'm a nurse. You can't see because you have 
a bandage over your eyes. You have severe burns. We're taking 
care of you. 

 
Burns... My memory begins to come back to me. Fire... Firefight-
ers...What happened... Oh yes, I was cooking ... 
 
A few hours earlier...  
 
It's 11:30 a.m. The children will soon be coming home from school for 
lunch. It's the beginning of a new school year and I'm making their fa-
vourite meal: steak and french fries. Now, I'm putting some oil in the pan 
to heat up. The potatoes are ready. I'll wait for the children to arrive to 
cook the steak.  
 
The front door bell rings. I open it, it's the neighbour. She just had a 
baby and has dropped by to show her to me. As cute as a button. After 
a few ñCouchi cousò, we hear a strange rumbling noise. I run to the 
kitchen. I forgot about the oil... and fire has engulfed the pan. My first 
thought is to put it out immediately. I fill a measuring cup with water and 
throw it on the burning pan. To my horror, the fire spreads to the ceiling 
and all over the stove. My blouse is on fire. I feel as though an explosion 
has just gone off a few centimetres away from my face. The pain is 
extreme but quickly subsides. I'm having problems seeing. The 
neighbour shouts for me to get out of there. She dials 9-1-1 . I live near 
the firehouse. Firefighters arrive within minutes.  
 
I stagger out of the house and see a red truck round the corner. In an 
instant, an army of firefighters spring from the trucks. I'm having prob-
lems focusing and my vision is blurred. Two firefighters approach me. 
They have a horrified look on their face. I stumble and fall to the ground. 
The children... arrive home. Don't let them get close. Neighbours and 
passers-by are looking at me with concern. I lose consciousness.  
 
My wife has regained consciousness at the hospital. She has 2nd degree 
burns and is disfigured. Her face, arms and chest now bear the marks of 

her careless action.  
 
Treatment is painful. I've lost patience. I feel guilty for putting my chil-
dren and husband through all this. My husband has had to take on the 
role of mother and father. And because my pain is so severe, my hus-
band sometimes bears the brunt of my frustration. How often have I 
taken my anger out on him! Not only does he have to mind the children, 
he has to take me to the clinic, bring me home, care for me, change my 
dressings. And this has been going on for weeks ...  
 
Children can be cruel. At school, others tease our children that their 
mother is a monster. They have to learn... to come to terms with the 
situation, but it's hard. Getting used to their mother's new face... Learn-
ing to find their inner strength. At this point in time, they are still in 
shock ...  
 
I am also learning... First, to look at myself in the mirror. And to forgive 
myself. My face has changed; my husband no longer looks at me in the 
same way. I'm certain he is thinking of leaving me. The last few months 
have been hard on him.  
 
It's been a year now. I've left. I needed a break. I'll be back, but some-
time later. I've been hurt too. Not physically, but emotionally. The chil-
dren are also victims. There are many psychological scars. Fortunately, 
we've all come out of this, but not without scars. No one should be sub-
jected to this type of misery.  
 
The road has been hard, but I am perhaps stronger for it and the chil-
dren are more open. I still make french fries, but in a thermostat con-
trolled deep fryer. And I now have a portable extinguisher on hand. The 
children and even the neighbours now know that you should never pour 
water on a cooking fire. Placing the lid on the pan would have been a 
more effective and safer option ...  
 
People don't realize the extent to which fire has permanently scarred 
our lives!

A New Secure Certificate of Indian Status (SCIS) 
 
Chief and Council of Eagle Village First Nation - Ki-
pawa have been informed by Indian and Northern 
Affairs Canada that the issuance of a new secure 
Certificate of Indian Status (SCIS) will begin in the 
spring of 2009. 
 

The necessary equipment for the issuance of the 
new SCIS will be provided and installed at each 
processing center in each community that is 
equipped with internet connectivity.  The equipment 
will allow the Indian Register Agent (IRA) to transmit 
information by internet to the national print facility.  
For security reasons, the SCIS will now be printed 
nationally at only one centralized print facility. 
 

Please also note that the implementation of the new 
SCIS will bring important changes for applicants.  
Among others, applicants will have to provide an 
original birth certificate for all first-time applications 
for a SCIS as well as a police claim number when a 
SCIS is lost or stolen.  Applicants will also have to 
supply a four digit activation code when initially fill-
ing in their application as they will require this code 
when activating their new certificate. 
 

It is important to note that all existing Certificates of 
Indian Status will remain valid for the five (5) year 
period stated on the individualõs card throughout 
the SCIS deployment period.  There will be no need 
to renew the current card unless the holder intends 
to use a SCIS for Canada/US border crossing or 
other urgent purposes.  When the individualõs exist-
ing Certificate of Indian Status reaches the renewal 
date, however, the individual will be issued the new 
SCIS.

BACKGROUND 

The Certificate of Indian Status (CIS), commonly referred to as a status 
card or treaty card, is an identity document issued by Indian and North-
ern Affairs Canada (INAC) to confirm that the cardholder is registered 
as an Indian under the Indian Act.  An individual who is registered under 

the Indian Act is eligible to apply and receive a status card. 

The existing status card, currently in the form of a simple laminated 
paper card, has few security features and can be easily altered, forged 
or counterfeited for fraudulent purposes.  This has caused problems for 

some Status Indians in accessing benefits. 

Since 2002, INAC has been testing the web-based card issuance appli-
cation, printing equipment and issuing ñPilotò status cards in Alberta and 
in Gatineau, Quebec.  This pilot status card includes some anti-fraud 
elements and has been considered to be a success with about 85,000 

pilot status cards issued to date. 

 
 

PURPOSE 

The goal of the new Secure Certificate of Indian Status (SCIS) is to 
replace the current card with a card that incorporates the security fea-
tures of a modern identification document to address issues of stolen 

identity and fraud. 

The new SCIS will meet federal and international identity assurance 
standards that significantly reduce the risk of unauthorized alterations or 
duplication.  This helps to ensure the ongoing integrity of the programs 
and services by protecting them from incidences of fraud and identify 
theft.  Cardholders will have easier access to the services and benefits 
for which they are eligible to receive since service providers will have 

renewed confidence knowing these cards are legitimate. 

It is important to note that applicants need not apply before their 
regular renewal date unless the card is required immediately for 
use in crossing the Canada-US border.  Applicants should how-
ever begin the process of seeking their original birth documents in 
advance of applying for their SCIS.  INAC will request that service 
providers continue to accept the existing CIS versions throughout

UPDATED SECURITY REQUIREMENTS FOR APPLICANTS 
 
Applicants will be required to follow these security measures: 

 

1. Provide an original birth certificate in support of all first-time appli-
cations for a SCIS (Alternatives will be considered where birth 

documentation does not exist) 

2. Return or destroy their old CIS upon receipt and activation of a new 

SCIS; 

3. Sign a óStatutory Declarationô for a lost, stolen or damaged card 
prior to proceeding with an application for a replacement of the new 

SCIS; 

4. Provide police claim numbers when a SCIS is lost or stolen; 

5. Should an applicant request their photograph from an old paper-
laminated CIS, the photo will be returned to the applicant.  All fur-

ther portions of the old CIS will be formally destroyed; 

6. Supply a 4-digit Activation Code when initially filling in their applica-
tion as they will require this code when activating their card.  Once 
the card is received via XpresspostÊ, the applicant must sign for 
receipt of the SCIS and activate it by calling a 1-800 number and 

entering the serial number of the card and his/her Activation Code; 

7. If not directly mailed to the applicant, the new SCIS must be picked 
up by the applicant at the SCIS Application Centre (both IRA and 
INAC offices) within thirty (30) days of printing as notified by the 

Application Centre; 

8. Apply only 6 months prior to the renewal date of the old CIS or 

SCIS unless it is urgently required for border-crossing. 

 

Cards will be shipped directly to the applicant or to the SCIS Application 
Centre closest to the applicantôs residence as requested by the appli-
cant at the time or processing.  Officials will than contact and inform the 
applicant that the SCIS is ready for pick up.  The applicant must sign for 
receipt of the card and the SCIS Processing Officer will activate the card 
and provide it to the applicant.  Delays or refusals in processing replace-
ment SCIS applications may occur should a cardholder require more 
than 2 renewals during the cardôs lifetime (renewal period is five (5) 
years for 16 and older and three (3) years for 15 and under). 
 
 
 
SCIS ISSUANCE SYSTEM 
 
A. Application Centres with SCIS Processing Officials (including 

both IRAs and INAC officials) 
 

Due to the secure nature of the card, updated security policies and 
procedures will include: 

1. No sharing of IRS user IDs or passwords; 

2. Only authorized access is permitted to any equipment relating 

to the SCIS; 

3. Verification of each application by two SCIS Processing Offi-
cials prior to having a SCIS printed at the National Print Cen-

tre; 

4. Officially receiving from the National Print Centre (NPC) and 
safeguarding of all personalized SCIS and other SCIS-related 
information in a locked storage cabinet until activated and 

signed for as received by the cardholder; 

5. Returning for destruction to INACôs Monitoring and Compli-

ance Unit all: 

a. old status card stock; and 

b. returned and cancelled SCIS, including those that have 
not been picked up by the applicant(s) within thirty (30) 

days of printing as notified by the Application Centre; 

6.  SCIS Processing Officials acting as guarantors must fill in 

guarantor forms in order to proceed with an application; and 

7. All guarantors must attest that they have known the applicant 

for 2 years or longer. 

 
A security breach may lead to a review of an Application Centreôs 
SCIS processing abilities. 
 
 
SCIS Processing Official qualification requirements include; 
 

1. Completed criminal record check; 

2. Band Council Resolution supporting the IRAôs nomination; 

3. IRA Attestation; or 

4. óEnhancedô security clearance status. 

 
 

In advance of deployment, successful completion of the following 
training which will be provided free of charge will be required: 
 

1. SCIS Secure Practices and Situation/Conflict Management; 

2. Commissioner of Oaths duties; 

3. Document Examination and Fraud Prevention; and 

4. SCIS Processing and IRS/SCIS Database use (Database 
training will occur for those with internet access only.  Others 

will be trained in the Mail-In Process.); and 

5. SCIS Equipment use.  (This face-to-face training will occur at 

locations with internet access only.)  (Continued on next page)

Throughout the SCIS deployment, INAC will supply new work-
station equipment to each Application Centre location which has 
internet connectivity.  This equipment will include a computer, a 
scanner, digital camera, signature pad, backdrop and magnetic 
swipe reader. 
 
 
Mail-In Applications 
 
A SCIS will be approved for processing via the mail only under 
exceptional circumstances such as for those applicants who; 
 

1. Are bed-ridden with illness and completely unable to attend in 

person or have a MAC team member attend at their home; or 

2. Require a SCIS for imminent US border-crossing purposes 
but live in remote locations without IRAs and no ability to ac-

cess a MAC team as required. 

 

B. Mobile Application Centres (MAC) 
 

Prior to the National Print Centre (NPC) rollout, a National MAC 
Team will be deployed from HQ to border communities and First 
Nation community events in order to proceed with a SCIS Pre-
Application Processing for future card delivery to the applicants.  
Bands will be asked to provide assistance by supplying local First 
Nations security officials to be on site throughout the SCIS applica-

tion process. 

Following initial deployment, Regional INAC offices will be 
equipped with MAC units for regular use in processing SCIS appli-
cations in remote locations without IRS web access or locations 

without IRAs. 

 

C. The National Print Centre (NPC) 
 

The NPC will: 

receive print notification files from all Application Centres; 

produce the SCIS; and 

ship the cards via XpresspostÊ, directly to the applicants or 
to the Application Centres for activation and distribution to the 
applicants.  XpresspostÊ deliveries will require a signature at 

time of receipt to confirm delivery. 

 

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE 
 
Implementation of the SCIS will occur early in 2009.  The first priority 
will be to establish and train the personnel at INAC Offices and set up 
the National MAC Team with Mobile Applications Centres so that issu-
ance of the SCIS can begin as soon as possible in as many regions and 
locations as possible. 
 
Rollout will initially focus on INAC offices and First Nation communities 
located close to the U.S. border.  Subsequently, rollout will proceed in 
FN locations that have internet connectivity. 
 
It is important to note that all earlier versions of the CIS will remain 
valid for the five (5) year period stated on the individualõs card.  
There is no need to renew a card until six (6) months prior to the 
expiry date of the old card unless the holder requires a new SCIS 
for border-crossing or other urgent purposes.
