Update on Canadaõs Economic Action PlanUpdate on Canadaõs Economic Action Plan  
 
Last month the Minister of Finance presented Canadaôs Economic Ac-
tion Plan.  It included a 400 million investment in housing for the fiscal 
years 2009-2010 and 2010-2011.  Approximately 45 million will be 
made available to First Nation of Quebec within the framework of 6 ini-
tiatives from the Department of Indian and Northern Affairs Canada 
(DIAND) and Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation (CMHC). 
 
The 6 initiatives are as follows:    

Eagle Village Housing Department has now submitted the expression of 
interest to both CMHC and INAC.  We should be receiving updates from 
them in the upcoming months.

We have been receiving complaints that someone is entering vehicles late 
at night, going through the belongings and taking keys that are left in the 
vehicle.
