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Water Treatment and Lot DevelopmentWater Treatment and Lot Development  
 
The current water treatment plant supplying the 
community of EVFN does not meet regulatory re-
quirements of drinking water. Regulations require 
multiple barrier systems and currently EVFN can 
only chlorinate.  With a view to saving costs, it was 
decided to combine the construction of the new wa-
ter treatment plant and required aqueducts with the 
development of a new street. The new plant and 
street are located in the new reserve expansion 
area. 
 
Bruser and Associates was selected to complete a 
feasibility study for the Plant, including a review of 
current technologies. The water treatment technol-
ogy selected is the MS slow sand filtration with 
ozonation and chlorination. Bruser was then also 
contracted to prepare plans and specifications for 
the Plant and the development of the new street. 
 
In light of EVFNôs capacity, and with a view to ensur-
ing that community members would benefit from the 
construction opportunities, EVFN opted for construc-
tion management rather than contracting the whole 
project. Through this model, the EVFN will act as the

personnel. This option was approved by a Band Council Resolu-
tion. 
 
Construction lôAmiante was awarded the contract to build the 
new street and associated water and sewage infrastructures for 
a cost of 2 million dollars.  A total of 36 new lots have been de-
veloped on the new street. The Plant and associated works will 
be completed by EVFN at a cost of approximately 3 million dol-
lars.  One third of that 3 million will be done by EVFN directly. 
The remaining 2 million will be sub-contracted in areas requiring 
companies specialized in water treatment and other areas that 
EVFN does not have the capacity to undertake. 
 
At present EVFN has hired a total of 6 band members to work at 
the Plant construction site.    
 
Access to the new street and Plant building site is restricted to 
construction personnel only.

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News from Land and Resources ManagementNews from Land and Resources Management  

An Update from our Department éAn Update from our Department é  
 
The Land and Resources Management Department has taken 
an Under Brushing Contract with REXFORET, which is the Op-
erational Division of the Quebec Ministry of Natural Resources. 
In Laniel on Mac Adam Bay Road , we received 65 Hectares of 
thinning by crown release, a new kind of sylvicultural treatment. 
The objective is too clear white pines and white birch naturally 
regenerated after the harvest in 1987. This contract gave us the 
opportunity to secure 6 jobs from June to the end of November 
2009. The global amount of the contract is about $75 000. 
 
We also obtained the contract for the under brushing of the 
sides of Maniwaki Road and the road leading to the sand pits 
that needed to be repaired. This project was about $8500 and 
enabled us to employ 3 seasonal workers for 4 weeks. 
 
Once again this year. we participated in the Beaver Nuisance 
Project with the Regional Board for Integrated Management 
(Table GIR). The Red Pine Chute Road, the Bearn Road from 
kilometer 48 to kilometer 123, and the Wolf Lake Road to the 
Belleterre Road was under our responsibility. The nuisance bea-
vers where identified by the Table GIR and a trapper was man-
dated to take care of it and unblock affected culverts. On the 
identified area of 126 kilometers of road, EVFN trappers caught 
around 60 beavers from May to October 2009. 
 
The Land and Resources Management Team also meets on a 
regular basis with the Ministry of Natural Resources in order to 
harmonize the new program ñFund of Adaptation of the Commu-
nitiesò with the interest, rights and activities of EVFN members. 
The actual cutting plans are up by Wolf Lake in between Wolf 
and Sandeau Lakes. The objective is to rehabilitated Yellow 
Birch and White Pine in degraded stands. 

We received approximately $34000 in funding from the Species 
at Risk Project for 2009-2010. The species targeted this year 
are the Wood Turtle, the Blanding Turtle and the Map Turtle. For 
the flora aspect, we concentrated our efforts on rare plants as-
sociated with shade tolerant species of trees, mostly Sugar Ma-
ple and Yellow Birch stands. We did the Turtle component in the 
spring time and early summer, and then we surveyed the terri-
tory for rare plants. A few weeks of work is remaining for after 
the moose hunt, especially in muskegs and bogs. 
 
We also applied to the First Nation Forestry Program (FNFP) for 
developing Phase 2 of the Sugar Bush Project. The details of 
the funding is not defined at the present time but we received 
news that our Sugar Bush Project will be accepted for this year. 
With the remaining budget, we hope we will have the opportunity 
to keep 2 additional workers trough Christmas.

In 2009, the Fire Prevention Week will be held from 4 till 10 October. It is the full 
week of October that includes the 9th of the month that is retained for the event. 
You want to know why? Keep on reading ... 

History 
 
Why is there a fire prevention week? Why is it held at the beginning of October each 
year? A brief storyé 
 

It is October 9, 1871, in Chicago. A major fire is raging. It is brought under control only 27 
hours later, leaving only ruin and devastation in its wake. More than 250 people lost their 
lives/died and 100,000 others were left homeless. The fire destroyed more than 17,400 
buildings and ravaged over 4,800 hectares of land. 
 

It was forty years later, in 1911, that the oldest member organization of the National Fire 
Protection Association (NFPA), the Fire Marshals Association of North America, organ-
ized the first fire prevention day to commemorate the great Chicago fire. The event grew 
to such proportions that 11 years later, the first Fire Prevention Week was launched in the 
United States. 
 

In Canada, it was Ontario that held the first provincial Fire Prevention Day, in 1916. The 
first national Fire Prevention Day was held in 1919. The Governor General of Canada 
proclaimed the first Fire Prevention Week in Canada in 1923. And the Ministère de la 
Sécurité publique du Québec has held a Fire Prevention Week since 1990. 
 

Why commemorate the date of a fire that occurred in the United States? It seemed only 
logical for the two countries to pool their efforts to highlight the event on the same date. 
Thus, Fire Prevention Week has always been held in the first full week of October in the 
United States as well as in Canada.

Minimize the risk of contact with candles or 
other ignition sources by avoiding baggy pants, loose 
frills or billowing skirts. 

¶ Give every child a flashlight with fresh batteries. Re-
mind them of traffic and safety rules, and that they 
should never cross the road without checking both 
directions for  vehicles.  

¶ Make sure children know to call 911 or local police 
number if they experience any kind of emergency.
