Please be informed that effective January 1, 2010, the maximum insur-
able earnings will increase from $42,300 to $43,200. This means that 
an insured worker will pay EI premiums in 2010 on insured earnings up 
to $43,200. 
 
As a result of the increased MIE, beginning in January 2010, the maxi-
mum weekly EI benefit rate will increase from $447 to $457 per week. 
Claims established before December 27th, 2009, will not be affected by 
the 2010 MIE increase. 
 
The premium rate for workers in Quebec will be $1.36. This rate is 
lower than in the rest of Canada, because the Province of Quebec has 
been collecting premiums since January 2006 to administer its own 
maternity, parental, and paternity benefits under the Quebec Parental 
Insurance Plan. 
 
Concerning the QPIP the principal changes for 2010 are as follows:  the 
maximum insurable earnings subject to QPIP premiums have been 
increased from $62,000 to $62,500 for 2010. Also, the employee pre-
mium rate has been increased from 0.484% to 0.506%, and the em-
ployer premium rate has been increased from 0.677% to 0.708%. As a 
result, the maximum employee premium is $316.25 (instead of 
$300.08) and the maximum employer premium is $442.50 (instead of 
$419.74).

Did you watch the Olympic opening ceremony on televi-
sion on February 12, 2010? I was honoured to be 
amongst the 320 Aboriginal youths to be dancing in the 
Olympic opening ceremony! I arrived on January 30, 2010 
in the Vancouver airport and stayed in Squamish Village 
about an hour and 20 minutes north of Vancouver and 45 

minutes from Whistler, B.C. and returned home to our community on 
February 14, 2010. We had a very busy schedule with many activities 
and events planned for us for the duration of the two weeks we were 
there. We danced 8 hours a day at the B.C. Stadium, and had 2 days off 
to rest. It was a once in a lifetime experience that I will never forget, we 
met many people such as the Governor General of Canada, Carey 
Priceôs Mother, all the Olympic mascots, and even Crystal Shawanda an 
Aboriginal country singer. 
 
In Squamish Village we were divided into three camps called The Confer-
ence Centre, NVOS, and Evanôs Lake. I stayed up in the mountain at 
Evanôs Lake, it was a beautiful camp with 12 camps each bunking 11 
people. I shared a camp with 11 women that were all from Ontario. We 
also travelled everywhere together on 8 coach buses everyday along the 
Sea to Sky Highway which was a highway literally on a mountainside 
overlooking a beautiful river. 
 
I got the opportunity to meet many new people and made many new 
friends from all over Canada. We were all between the ages of 19 to 29 
years, and came from all corners of Canada from all different Nations.  

This was an alcohol and drug free event, and a chance to really get to 
know each other and each otherôs nations, drum, sing, play many sports, 
yoga, storytelling, and most importantly healthy eating for a healthier 
lifestyle. 
 
As for the ceremony itself, we had two large rehearsals prior to the big 
night, and the first night we danced for 45,000 people, and the second 

rehearsal we danced for 
60,000 people and the 
final night we danced for 
the whole world. I was so 
honoured to represent 
my culture and most 
importantly where I come 
from, my community of 
Eagle Village and all the 
people here. I was not 
shy or nervous on the big 
night, I felt thrilled to be 

up there smiling at the world and showing who we are and being proud to 
be an Aboriginal of Eagle Village and of Canada. 
 
One of the souvenirs we made for each other was a poster that we each 
put out for everyone to sign and my signature always read: Jill Moore, 
Eagle Village First Nation. So that all over Canada our name is displayed 
somewhere by someone who knows who I am and knows where I come 
from. I would also like to take this opportunity to thank everyone in our 
community for their continuous support and wonderful comments and all 
the feedback I have received, it has really touched my heart and made 
me feel home when I came back.
