An Aboriginal ï Canadian Trailblazer 

Alexander Decoteau was born in Saskatchewan in 
1887 and moved to Alberta as a young man. A re-
markable long-distance runner, he competed in the 
1912 Olympics in Stockholm, Sweden. He was also 
our countryôs first Aboriginal-Canadian police officer 
before enlisting in the army during the First World 
War. 
 

Private Decoteau won the five-mile race during a 
military sports day in England and King George V 
awarded him his personal gold pocket watch as a 
prize. Tragically, he was killed in October 1917 dur-
ing the Battle of Passchendaele. It is said that the 
German sniper who shot him took the watch but 
Decoteauôs comrades later killed the sniper, recover-
ing the treasured memento and sending it home to 
Decoteauôs mother.

Canadian Native Veterans have rea-
son to be proud of their wartime contri-
butions. More than 7,000 Indians 
served in the First and Second World 
Wars and the Korean War, and an 
unknown number of Inuit, Métis and 
non-status Indians also participated. 
One Aboriginal Veterans group esti-
mates that 12,000 Natives served in 
the three wars. On each occasion, 
Aboriginal members of the armed 
forces soldiers overcame cultural chal-
lenges and made impressive sacrifices 
and contributions to help the nation in 
its efforts to restore world peace. It 
was an incredible response - consis-
tent with a remarkable tradition.

Regulation governing the use of tires specifically designed for Regulation governing the use of tires specifically designed for 

WINTER DRIVING.WINTER DRIVING.  
 

Under the Highway Safety Code, all taxis and passenger vehicles 
registered in Quebec must be equipped with tires specifically de-
signed for winter driving from December 15th to March 15th. This 
also applies to passenger vehicles for rent in Quebec. This meas-
ure came into effect by decree in the fall of 2008.  
 
What is the purpose of introducing this measure into the Highway 
Safety Code?   This new measure is designed to increase highway 
safety. Information collected in 2005 shows that 38% of thee accidents 
that occur during the winter involve at least one vehicle that is equipped 
with all season tires. These vehicles are therefore strongly overrepre-
sented in these accidents. In addition, the proportion of the occurrence 
of loss of control is even higher when the vehicles involved are 
equipped with all season tires. Tires that are designed specifically for 
winter driving conditions are a safe solution for driving in winter. They 
are designed to achieve maximum adherence on snow or ice covered 
surfaces. 
 
What type of vehicles will have to be equipped with tires specifi-
cally designed for winter driving?   This measure is directed at taxis 
and passenger vehicles that are registered in Quebec, as well as pas-
senger vehicles rented in Quebec. 
 
What is the definition of winter tires?   The draft regulation, published 
on July 9, 2008 in the Gazette Officielle du Quebec, defines tires specifi-
cally designed for winter driving as those that meet the following criteria 
prior to December 15, 2014. 
 

Tires on which one of the following inscriptions appear;   Arctic, Ice, 
Blizzard, LT, Snow (but not mud and snow), Stud or winter. Or, tires on 
which the icon representing a mountain with a superimposed snowflake 
appears. 
 

Starting on December 2014, the draft regulation specifies that only 
those tires which the icon representing the mountain with the superim-
posed snowflake appears shall be considered winter tires. 
 

It is important to note that the draft regulation has not yet been adopted 
and that it may be improved upon following comments that may be sent 
to the Minister over the course of the 45 day period following the publi-
cation of the draft regulation in the Gazette Officielle du Quebec. 
 
In which cases does the mandatory requirements to equip vehicles 
with tires specifically designed for winter driving not apply?     
 

Winter tires are not mandatory for; 
 

1. the emergency tire (spare) tires on taxis, on passenger vehicles; 

2. passenger vehicles with temporary registration plates ( X ); 

3. motor homes, or vehicles that have been permanently outfitted as 

dwelling.  

4. vehicles for which the Societe de L'Assurance automobile du Que-
bec (SAAQ) has issued certificates for a period of seven days, to a 

maximum of four certificate for a period in question. 

Under what circumstances may the SAAQ issue a certificate au-
thorizing the operation of a passenger vehicle or a taxi, if applica-
ble, without winter tires? 
 

1. the acquisition of a vehicle, in order to make it possible to equip the 
vehicle with winter tires; 

2. the use of a vehicle for the purpose of leaving or entering Quebec; 
3. when moving a vehicle from the establishment of a vehicle dealer 

to a site for its sale at an auction or from such a site to the estab-
lishment of such dealer. 

4. the portion of a trip that constitutes the return to a departure point 
situated outside of Quebec which, upon expiry of the rental period, 
is left in Quebec by the renter. 

 
Are vehicles from outside Quebec affected by this measure?   No, 
with the exception of certain rental vehicles. The legislation provision 
applies to vehicles (taxis and passenger vehicles) registered in Quebec, 
as well as to passenger vehicles that are rented in Quebec (regardless 
of where they are registered). 
 
How many winter tires must be used?   All tires on the vehicle must 
be specifically designed for winter driving. 
 
Are there fines for offenders?   Yes, fines range from $200 to $300. 
 
Are there demerit points deducted for such offences?   No. 
 
What about the vehicles models for which winter tires are not 
available?   Vehicles for which winter tires are not available shall be 
excluded, by the Departmental order, from the mandatory use of tires 
specifically designed for winter driving. Because the vehicles in question 
will change from year to year and because they may only become 
known quite late in season, this Departmental order shall be published 
annually. 
 
Have provisions been made for those who go south for the winter? 
The owners of passenger vehicles who use their vehicles to leave or 
come back to Quebec may obtain a certificate from the SAAQ authoriz-
ing the operation of such vehicles without tires specifically designed for 
winter driving for a period of seven days. 
 

During the December 15 to March 15, the SAAQ may not issue more 
than four certificates for a given vehicle.  
 

The draft regulation for mandatory winter tires shall not apply to motor 
homes. 
 
Who will enforce the law?   For passenger vehicles, enforcement of the 
law is the responsibility of police departments. 
 
Is there a grace period?  There is no grace period allocated to this law. 
 
Is it okay to use winter tires that are extremely worn down?   The 
Highway safety code already specifies that vehicular equipment 
(including tires) must be in good condition. The regulation respecting 
safety standards for road vehicles specifies that the depth of the tire 
tread or main groove must not be less that 1.6 mm for a vehicle that 
weighs less than 3000 kg.
