Education Rally on Parliament Hill

a handful of community supporters to what turned out to be 
one of the largest First Nationôs Gathering and Pow Wow 
ever held on Parliament Hill. Many important keynote 

speakers were present including National Chief, Shawn 
A-in-chut Atleo, our Regional Chief, Ghislain Picard and 

other Regional Chiefs from across our Nation. Leader of 
the NDP, Jack Layton and Marc Lemay (Member of the 
Bloc) were also there to lend (Continued on Page 2)



support to our quest of ending the 2% growth cap on funding imposed 
by the Federal Government and not to mention the lack of adequate 
schools in many of our Communities. Chief Gilbert Whiteduck from Kiti-
gan Zibi was instrumental for this event to take place as several mem-
bers from his community actually walked 130 kilometres from the Com-
munity to Ottawa to raise awareness on the lack of funding in First Na-
tions Education. Chief Whiteduck himself delivered some inspiring 
words that revolved around actions that Communities must take in order 
for government to take action. 

As of October 4th 2010, Eagle Village First Nation 
will be adhering to both Federal and Provincial 

legislation pertaining to a 9m (30 ft) distance that 
is required between our municipal and health  
buildings and any designated smoking area.

entrances of the Band Office and Health Centre.
