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On a Council Note 
 
I have been working on the ñFirst Line Servicesò file now 
for quite some time. Finally, interviews will be held in mid-
March and our selected Social Worker should be in place 
by early April. Also, as part of her education curriculum, 
Darlene McLaren who is a graduating student from the 
Social Services College Program is completing her work 
placement here with our organization.  
 
On March 3rd, myself and our Land Management Team 
represented our Band when both Wolf Lake and Eagle 
Village presented a strong draft Memorandum of Under-
standing (MOU)  to the Matemec Mining Exploration 
Company who are now in the phase of garnering inves-
tors for their Rare Earths Mineral Project near Sheffield 
Lake on our traditional territory. A press release was 
made announcing our MOU and to put others on notice 
before they end their fund raising campaign. Because of 
the press release, we are hoping for a rapid response 
from them by mid March. (See page 3) 
 
Early into the new year the Federal Government an-
nounced cuts in the vicinity of 19% to their Public Security 
envelope. As it was in the past, the Provincial Govern-
ment provided 48% of whatever the Federals provided in 
a Trilateral Agreement. However, we are now forced into 
a bilateral process in order to avoid reductions of 19% 
from both levels of Government and must lobby real hard 
to not only get back the minimum we need to stay alive as 
a standalone Police Force, but try to improve as a recent 
study demonstrated the lack of funding in First Nations 
Policing across the country.  
 
Migizy Gas has received the visit of 2 external consult-
ants from CESO in mid January and they will present 
their assessment of our corporation sometime this month. 
The consultants were away on assignment in Africa. 
Since then, some training occurred in regards to the in-
ventory management system. This will enable the Man-
ager to have better control over the ins and outs of stock 
and planning the orders will be made simpler.

Algonquins Are More Than Stakeholders: Wolf Lake and Eagle Village Demand Review Process  
to Examine Concerns About Proposed Open Pit Rare Earth Project 

 

(Temiscamingue, Quebec/ Algonquin Territory  - March 10, 2011) 
 
On Friday March 4, 2011, representatives from two Algonquin First Nations, Eagle Village and Wolf Lake, presented mining representatives of Mate-
mec Exploration Inc. with a process to review proposed open-pit rare earth elements mine in their territory. The leadership of the two Algonquin com-
munities want to ensure there is a review process that addresses their constitutional rights, as well as, respects their culture, knowledge and uses of 
the land. 
 

Chief Harry St-Denis of Wolf Lake First Nation said that ñTo date, out two Algonquin First Nations have been treated as mere stakeholders by 
Matamec. We have not been meaningfully consulted by the company on their activities, including the scope of their research or their research methods 
in determining potential impacts of the proposed open pit mine located next to the Kipawa River, which flows into Kipawa Lake.ò 
 

Following a presentation by Matemec, Algonquin representatives pointed out that their First nations have constitutionally protected Aboriginal Rights 
and Title at the site of the Rare earth deposit, and then tabled a draft Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Vice President, Aline Leclerc. The 
draft MOU provides for a consultation and review process between the two affected Algonquin First Nations and Matemec in order to address the po-
tential environmental, cultural, social and economic impacts of the proposed Rare Earth mining development of the Algonquin First Nations. 
Matemec Explorations Inc. Vice President had confirmed her company will review the draft MOU and provide our two Algonquin First Nations with a 
response within two weeks.

A Federal cutback of 19% to the Native Policing Program is expected 
to be announced when the Federal Government tables their budget to 
the House of Commons on March 22, 2011. Many of the Chiefs of 
Police were made aware of this announcement and have since been 
working diligently through meetings and telephone conferencing with 
General Directors, local political Chiefs to seek opposition parties for 
their support in the House of Commons to address the issue. There 
has been an on-going comprehensive study of the Policing Program 
for the past 4 years whereas our funding is frozen while that study is 
underway. During this time, most native policing agreements have 
ended and under Article 47, automatic one year agreement exten-
sion are being offered without any possibility for negotiation. EVPD 
has been operating with the automatic status quo budgets since the 
start of that study. 

 
The study was completed in the Fall of 2010 and the message from 
Chiefs of Police across Canada was that funding was inadequate and 
the lack of funding jeopardizes the existence of police services by our 
own people within our communities . I had strong hopes that with this 
comprehensive study we would be better funded to be more effective 
and efficient in regards to the delivery of police services within our 
community. EVPD is already short staffed, cash strapped and with this 
news, it will no doubt force some closures of native police forces 
across Canada. 

The Chiefs of Police were asked by the AFNQL to attended a press 
conference at Chateau Laurier in Ottawa on March 10th, 2011. There 
were 14 Chiefs of Police and 5 political Chiefs in attendance and we 
brainstormed before the press conference took place. There were 
opposition critics in attendance and together we headed to the House 
of Commons where a Member of Parliament raised the issue. The 
basic reply was "that native police issue is addressed in the budget". It 
is with urgent importance that additional meetings must take place in 
order to find solutions and actions to denounce this 19% Federal cut-
back to Native Policing which is expected to come into force as of 
April 1st, 2011.    
 
At this juncture, without proper funding, the Tripartite Agreement pro-
vides a mechanism to transfer police powers to other police forces. 
My personal view, and within the annual activity reports that I have sub-
mitted to the governments, I addressed the fact, that without both gov-
ernments providing similar dollars to that of other non-native police 
forces, that native policing is a dying breed, slowly we will fall one by one 
and it appears with the eventual Federal announcement of the 19% cut-
back, there exist no fear if/when these native police forces closures oc-
curs.

You may be wondering why construction has stopped at the Drinking 
Water Treatment Plant (DWTP).  Due to a number of pipe breakages 
during the initial filling of the water reservoir an engineering review is 
currently underway.  This review is specifically targeted to the mechani-
cal process plans and specifications.  The work stoppage and review is 
supported by both INAC and AANTC engineers.  The review is sched-
uled to be completed by April 1, 2011. Upon completion of the review a 
work plan will be developed to make repairs and/or modification to the 
mechanical process and continue with the start-up and commissioning 
of the DWTP.   
 
The new Housing Agreements will soon be ready for Community review.   
The Housing Administrator (Julie Wabie) and Council (represented by 
Terry Perrier) have been drafting a Housing Agreement with the help of 
the law office of Dionne Schulze.  This Agreement applies to the three 
following programs used to finance the construction, renovation or ac-
quisition of housing on reserve: 
 

1. The Canadian Mortgage and Housing Corporation (CMHC)ôs non-

profit housing program as of 1997 (ñCMHC Housing Post-1997ò) 

2. CMHCôs non-profit housing program prior to 1997 (ñCMHC Housing 

Pre-1997ò) 

3. A bank loan obtained by Eagle Village First Nation (ñNon-

Subsidized Housingò)

B. Type of Housing Program 

C. Term 

D. Right to Legal Possession of Premises 

E. Transfer with Permission 

F. Purchase Price and Instalments

Maintenance on the Premises 

J. Provisions Respecting Breach of the Agreement

M. General Provisions 

 
The Housing Agreement will be presented to the Community at a Hous-
ing Workshop.  After the Community has had sufficient time to review 

the Housing Agreement it can then be modified, approved and accepted 
at a Band Meeting. 
 
There are other ways to fund housing for individuals that are financially 
capable of securing a mortgage but need EVFN for security.  Another 
version of the housing agreement will be developed for this type of fund-
ing arrangement at a later date. 
A Rental Agreement is also currently being developed.  The Sixplex 
units will only be rented after the Rental Agreement is finished.  Rental 
units, on or off reserve, fall under the Quebec rental board jurisdiction.  
  
Some community members have asked questions concerning the use of 
sub-contractors on the new housing construction.  The sub-contractors 
are utilized when necessary to meet deadlines or avoid inclement 
weather issues.  The framing and siding of three bungalows above the 
Migizy Odenaw Childcare Center were contracted out last fall to ensure 
that they would be fully closed in before winter.  Local workers built the 
foundations.  The sub-contractors currently installing the siding on the 
Sixplex and Duplex have been hired to ensure that we meet the March 

31, 2011 deadlines as specified in the CMHC contribution agreements.
