Checking the Validity of a Driver's Licence 
 

In what situations should you check a driver's licence? 
 

You should check the validity of a driver's licence: 
 

ž before lending or renting your vehicle to another person; 

ž when your company employs drivers. 
 

Make sure the driver of your vehicle or company vehicle holds a driver's 
licence that is valid and of the appropriate class. 
 
Why check the validity of a licence? 
 

If a peace officer stops your vehicle and the driver's record is not in 
order: 
 

ž your vehicle could be seized and impounded for a period of 30 days. 
The vehicle is seized and impounded at the owner's expense; 

ž you are liable to a fine.

Question: A driver's licence is revoked following a conviction for 
alcohol-impaired driving. How much time must elapse before it is 
possible to obtain a new licence? 
 

Answer: A licence may be revoked for the following periods: 
 

ž 1 year for a 1st conviction (3 years if the driver's blood-alcohol level 
is above 160 mg/100 ml or for a refusal to provide a breath or blood 
sample, or a refusal to submit to physical coordination tests); 

ž 3 years for a 2nd conviction (5 years if the driver's blood-alcohol level 
is above 160 mg/100 ml or for a refusal to provide a breath or blood 
sample, or a refusal to submit to physical coordination tests); 

ž 5 years for a 3rd or subsequent conviction. 
 
Question: How many demerit points are entered on one's driving 
record for passing a school bus that has stopped and whose lights 
are flashing? 
 

Answer: 9 demerit points are entered on the record. 
 
Question: What class of driver's licence is required to drive a mo-
torcycle that is 400 cc or less? 
 

Answer: A Class 6B driver's licence is required 
 
Question: When holders of a driver's licence accumulate 
15 demerit points, is their licence suspended or revoked? 
 

Answer: Their driver's licence is automatically revoked. 
 
Question: Is the choice of a child car seat based solely on the 
child's age? 
 

Answer: No, it is based on the height and weight of the child. Children 
who do not have a sitting height of 63 cm when seated must be placed 

in a seat suited to their height and weight. Children should be restrained 
using a seat belt only if they can sit in an upright position on the rear 
seat, where their back rests flat against the back of the seat and their 
knees bend at the front edge of the seat. In this position, the seat belt 
must come across the collar bone and hips. 
 
Question: Is it permitted to use parking spaces reserved for the 
vehicles of disabled persons? 
 

Answer: No, unless the vehicle's driver or a passenger has a disabled 
parking permit issued by the SAAQ because of a disability. The permit 
must hang from the vehicle's rear-view mirror. 
 
Question: How many demerit points are entered on the driving 
record when someone does not stop at a stop sign? 
 

Answer: Three points are entered on the record. 
 
Question: Who must pay the fine when a passenger under the age 
of 16 does not wear a seat belt in a vehicle? 
 

Answer: The fine is given to the driver of the vehicle 
 
Question: In addition to the driver's licence, what must one have in 
one's possession when driving? 
 

Answer: The vehicle registration certificate and the liability insurance 
certificate. 
 
Question: What is the minimum time required to hold a passenger 
vehicle learner's licence? 
 

Answer: The minimum time required to hold a learner's licence is 
12 months.

The new Housing Agreements are finally ready.  They will be presented 
at a Housing Workshop Meeting and all members are encouraged to 
attend.  The Housing Workshop will take place at the Community Hall. 
The date will be determined early next week. 
 
The Water Treatment Plant Engineering Review Final Report was re-
ceived last week.  I then had a conference call with INAC and AANTC to 
discuss the report.   INAC and the AANTC both agree that the recom-
mendations in the report are the best way to solve the issues that are 
presently occurring within the Water Treatment Plant facilities.  INAC has 
assured EVFN that they will cover the costs required to make the recom-
mended changes.  The sub trades involved have been contacted and 
their work will resume shortly.  Decommission and clean-up of the old 
pump house will commence after the new Water Treatment Plant is in 
operation. 
 
The paving contractor returned to review and measure the required work 
remaining.  He will complete the paving early in the summer. 

Two new vehicles have been acquired by EVFN through a program from 
INAC.  INAC provided 80% of the purchase cost.  EVFN now has a ser-
vice vehicle and dump/plow truck.  The service vehicle is a 4x4, ¾ ton 
truck with a power lift tail gate.  The dump/plow truck is a 10 wheeler 
Volvo.  It is outfitted with a roll-off dump box, roll-off sander, front plow, 
side wing and a back blade.  The struggle continues with INAC to con-
tribute towards the purchase of a new loader/back-hoe. 
 
As usual, Spring time requires more chlorine to compensate for the in-
creased bacterial and organic loads of the raw water.  The pump house 
is monitored twice daily throughout the year.  The chlorine injection sys-
tem is the only disinfection and is adjusted as necessary to maintain the 
required chlorine levels at the pump house outlet.  The new Water Treat-
ment Plant will have ozone, activated charcoal pre-filters, slow sand 
filters and lastly chlorine injection pre and post reservoir.  Because the 
bacteria and organic material in the water is killed and filtered out prior to 
the injection of chlorine the chlorine levels will be much more stable year 
round.
